A good announcer who has a knowledge of track values and a sense
of dramatic values can keep a crowd informed and interested in the
running events. The field events with their recurring efforts, how-
cver, offer peculiar problems. To announce verbally each effort will
only tire the crowd. And yet we all can recall times when, through
mismanagement, some field event dragged after the other events
were finished, how the crowd stood three or four deep about the field
watching intently the single event being completed—evidence enough
that the field event is interesting if the crowd can only follow il
closely.

While the high jump and the pole vault are going on the one
question constantly asked is: “How high is the bar?”

In the Missouri Valley Conference championships last season a
system of record boards was used effectively. The comments of the
spectators and the coaches were so favorable that the idea appears to
deserve a presentation herewith to the track coaches and managers.

These record boards are marked alike on both sides of the boards,
so the markers can be read from either side. The boards for the high
jump and pole vault are 16 inches wide, for the other field events
they are 22 or 24 inches wide, mounted on hinged iron pins. The
numbering is nine inches, black—large enough to be read from the
far parts of the stands. The straddle pointers are sheet metal,
painted black. (See illustrations on preceding page.)

A further improvement, of course, is possible. The idea is pre-
sented in its present form because even in its present state of de-
velopment it has proved very much worth while, and because it gives
all of us a chance to work out further improvements. I would be
glad to receive suggestions. If the idea meets with approval a re-
iy m;lg ‘ visqd article might be presented Aanother year.

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Interscholastic Track and Field Competition

By E. A. THoMaAs,
Kansas State High School Athletic Association.

The necessity for a uniform set of rules for high school track and
field meets throughout the country led the National Federation of
State High School Athletic Associations to adopt the rules of the
N.C.A.A. for all their official meets. The officers of the N.C.A.A. in-
vited the National Federation to provide a member on the rules com-
mittee to represent the high schools, and at the last meeting of the
committee considerable time was devoted to discussion of proper regu-
lation for high school meets and the necessity of providing regulations
in keeping with the desires of high school men.

A careful reading of the rules by all high school coaches and spe-
cial attention to the changes emphasized by the rules committee will
assist in providing better training conditions for the high school boys.

LAYING OUT TRACK

The suggestions offered for the construction and arrangement of
tracks and fields are very valuable. In order for track to become in-
teresting to the general public, it is absolutely necessary that the
events be held where the spectators can see them and that the meets
be run off without delay. There is no satisfaction to the spectator to
have the high jump held down at one end of the field where those in
the stands cannot see it and have to depend on any thrill they may get
from the announcer. It has become popular to “stagger” the track
lanes so that each runner runs exactly the same distance. Most
coaches do not know the proper method of “staggering” lanes for the
various distances and for lanes of various widths.

RELAY RACES

Relays have become so popular throughout the country that it is
time that some sort of standard be set for the relay distances. Track
experts have been emphasizing the necessity of cutting down so much
long distance running for high school boys. For this reason the com.
mittee this year has recommended the following relay distances as de-
sirable for boys of high school age: 440 yards relay (110 yards for
each runner) ; 880 yards relay (220 yards for each runner) ; 1 mile re-
lay (440 yards for each runner) ; medley relay (220 yards, 110 yards,
440 vyards, 880 yards).

LIMITING COMPETITION

The available reports from high school men throughout the country
indicate that there is a decided movement toward the limitation of the
number of events a boy may enter in a track and field meet. Many
states limit a boy’s competition to two track events and one field event,
or two field events and one track event, aside from participation in
one relay. Others limit boys to three events, regardless of the com-
bination, and a number of states do not permit a boy to enter more
than one event of 440 yards or more. Some states limit the boy to
three individual events and one relay, or two individual events and
two relays. Tests and recommendations of the leading high school
and university track coaches indicate there should be a reduction in
the number of events a boy may enter.

POPULARIZING TRACK

Track is an expensive sport and brings in little revenue for high
schools. In order to overcome this condition, much may be accom-
plished by providing additional relays, which appeal to the public, ar-
ranging events so that everyone may see them, running off meets
rapidly—no meet should consume more than two and one-half hours—
and limiting competition so that many more boys are given a chance
to compete. Relay races increase the team and game spirit. Nearly
every boy enjoys running in relay races. By decreasing the number
of évents each boy may enter, and making room for more boys on the
track squads, interest among those of the student bodies is increased ;
and through them additional public interest is created.

JUNIOR HIGH SCHOOLS

A radical departure from the program of events for senior high
school boys is the tendency among the junior high schools. Not many
states include junior high schools in their state athletic organizations,
and hence it is difficult to obtain any standardized program for boys
of this age. Kansas includes the junior schools, and the state high
school athletic association sponsors meets for the junior boys. The
state is divided into sections and sectional meets are held in different
parts of the state. No state meet for the junior boys is permitted.
The program is as follows: 50 yards dash, 100 yards dash, 100 yards
low hurdles (eight hurdles), 440 yards relay. 8-pound shot put, pole
vault, high jump. broad jump.
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INTERSCHOLASTIC HONOR ROLL

The committee has endeavored to compile a list of the outstanding per.
formances m the high school track meets of the country during the sea<on
of 1929. Most of the records have been selected from the reports of the
various state meets.  The committee desires that the principals and athleti.
directors of the country send in reports of especially good records and that
“attention he paid to see that records are made under recognized condition-.
These reports should be sent to E. A. Thomas, National Reserve Buildin.,
Topeka, Kansas.

An_attempt was made this vear to place on the honor roll those athletes
whose records came up to a certain standard. For example, those whaose
440-yard records were under 52 seconds were placed on the roll; likewi-
those whose 880-yard records were under 2 minutes and 2 seconds. The
standards set this year may not meet with the approval of the majority of
high school coaches, but some standard will have to be set if an honor roll
which means anything is established for the hich school athletes of ever
state in lhf’, Uni()n.
