please the thousands of fans by attempting a world record.

I'anklin Field last June Sth.
THE OLYMPIC MEDALIST IS a perfectionist, and in his pursuit of excellence, he has a

only a year earlier, had not rated a full scholarship.

Stones quickly topped 7-5. The bar was raised to 7-7—and the overwhelming favorite
knew he had to succeed or face the staggering possibility of defeat at the hands of the
teenager he tutored at a 90-minute NCAA coaches clinic the day before.

“Mike’s jump at 7-5 was a screamer!” Stones exclaimed. meaning there was plenty
of air between Winsor and the bar. “Hey, the kid’s got three more chances to win the
NC’s. This was my last chance!”

Properly psyched. adrenalin flowing. the supershowman lifted his 6-5%. 180-pound
frame over the bar via the technique invented by 1968 Olympic champion Dick
Fosbury—and appropriately named for him.

IT WAS THE CLIMAX OF a perfect afternoon for Southern Californians.

Ken Wolfe’s USC Trojans annihilated the field, rolling up 61 points with their
overwhelming depth. Texas-El Paso, which had swept the NCAA triple crown in 1975
(indoor, outdoor and cross country titles) and then added the "76 indoor champion-
ship, was second with 44 points, just ahead of Tennessee (10).

USC did it with nine men scoring in eight individual events, plus two placing relays.
The Trojans needed only one first place, from 400-meter man Ken Randle, who
charged down the straightaway to defeat local favorite Herman Frazier. Arizona
State’s '75 runner-up at 440 vards, and Mississippi State’s Evis Jennings. the "76 indoo
champ in 45.2.

Frazier, Olympian and the dean’s list pre-law student who attended Philadelphia’s
Germantown High, came back to anchor (45.6) the Sun Devils over Kentucky State
and California (despite Olympian James Robinson’s 447 split) for the 1600-meter
relay title in 3:03.5.

REGGIE JONES ANCHORED I'ennessce to the 400 relay crown (39.16)—another
NCAA crown for the Saginaw, Mich.. flash who won the 100 in "74 and the 200 in °75.

A Southeastern Conference voungster dominated the '76 dashes—but it wasn’t
Jones. Olympian Harvey Glance of Auburn, a 19-yvear-old freshman, became a triple
crown winner: the 100 (10.16) and 200 (20.74) in addition to the indoor 60.

Jones was the 100 runner-up: USC’s James Gilkes. Guyana Olympian and the "74
winner, also ran 20.74 but finished second in the photo-finish 200.

The 800 final lacked the two collegians who made the U.S. Olympic team with
Notre Dame grad Rick Wohlhuter: Robinson and Mark Enyeart.

The California kicker got himself boxed in during the heats and wound up on the
ground after a collision with Furman’s Phil Barker: Enyeart, the Utah State defending
champ, chose to skip collegiate competition in “76.

Tom MclLean gave Bucknell a rare NCAA crown, in control all the way over 800
rivals Horace Tuitt of Florida and Mark Belger of Villanova.

JUMBO JIM ELLIOTT'S WILDCATS delighted the home crowd when Eamonn
Coghlan topped UTEP’s Wilson Waigwa and Oregon’s Mark Centrowitz in the 1500
meters—a fourth NCAA title for the Irishman from Dublin.

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Anteaters Fulfill Coach’s Prophesy
With Firm Footing At Slippery Rock

When Len Miller, coach at California-Irvine, said he “expected to win NCAA
lmpionships in both track and cross country this year,” many considered him brash.

Richard Grout then came in third in the 800 to give Irvine some breathing room,
and Serna and Scott combined for 10 points in the 5000 to clinch victory.

Much of the pre-meet speculation had centered around the likelihood that teams
from the Southeast could minimize the stranglehold the West Coast schools displayed
in 1975, when the California teams grabbed five of the top seven places.

Given the best chance at upsetting the applecart was '75 runner-up Southeastern
Louisiana, which had won the NAIA national championship a week earlier.

Other potential spoilers appeared to be perennial power Kentucky State, newcomer
Southern University and late addition Northwestern Louisiana.

KENTUCKY STATE DID PLACE sixth with 29 points, all in the running events, and
Northwestern Louisiana came in eighth with 25 points. But the powerful Cal trio of
Irvine, Northridge and Hayward was not to be denied.

Perhaps the meet’s top performer was distance ace Dan Dwyer of Southwest
Missouri, who won the 10,000 on Friday and then sprinted past Serna in the 5000.

Other big point-getters included Serna; Northridge's Steve Albright, who won the
shot put and placed third in the discus (both finishes for the second straight year), and
sprinter Richard Wilson of Southeast Missouri State, who dashed to second places in
both the 100- and 200-meter races.

Despite the 12-15 m.p.h. winds that blew into the faces of the sprinters and a briefl
thunderstorm on Saturday, the performances were excellent, and four Division 11
records were established in addition to Scott’s 1500-meter mark.

Charles Shipman of Pembroke upset defending discus king Bill Edwards of Western
[llinois with a heave of 192-10. Edwards and third-placer Albright also surpassed the
old national mark of 183-0. 5

KENTUCKY STATE’'S RANDOLPH WILLIAMS duplicated his 75 finish in the
intermediate hurdles in a record time of 50.52 seconds for the 400-meter distance.

Marks also were set in the two relays, since the 400- and 1600-meter events had been
competed in previous years only over the standard imperial distances.

Norfolk State won the 400-meter relay in a record 40.44 seconds, while Kentucky
State set the new standard in the 1600 semifinals with a 3:07.67—but the Thorough-
breds’ foursome was beaten in the finals by the combo from Adelphi.

Dave Haber of Hayward became the fourth successful defending champion, joining
Scott, Sabatino and Williams. Haber cleared 7-1 despite the rain to beat out a
star-studded field in the high jump.

Half-miler Mark Robinson of Catholic University failed in his bid for a third
straight championship in his specialty. He finished fourth as Adelphi’s Willie Dabney
moved up from third in *75 to win the 800 in 1:49.72

Besides Robinson and Edwards, Eastern Illinc Toni Ababio, Kevin Price of
Adelphi, Charles Gray of Central Missouri and Ed Chaidez of Northridge State joined
in the category of de 1(nqu champions who failed to repeat.

ABABIO, WHO WON BOTH THE long and triple jumps a year ago at Sacramento,
finished third in each this time amund.

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SUNO ’76 Sprinters Not As Awesome
As In 1975, But Still Retain Title

It almost was the old story of the tortoise and the hare, but the speedy sprinters of

Southern University at New Orleans (SUNO) provided a new twist, cdging the steady
distance men of Brandeis University, 46-+4, for the team championship of the third
annual NCAA Division 111 Track and Field Championships hosted by the University
of Chicago at its Stagg Field.

Fisk University, finishing third with 1 points, had the most individual champions
in the five-day meet, with firsts in the decathlon, high jump. long jump and 400-meter
dash. Westmont College was fourth with 40 points.

In 1975, SUNO sprinters beat the opposition to the tape five times, including a
one-two finish in both the 100-and 220-vard dashes, while amassing a whopping 66
points to runner-up Augustana’s 3.

WITH DEFENDING 440-YARD DASH champion Leon Smothers sidelined with an
injury and several SUNO sprinters knocked out of contention on their way to the
finals, the awesome Black Knight sprint attack of 1975 never quite materialized.

But 1975 NCAA Division I coach of the vear Artis Davenport counted on his top
point-scorers from the previous year to lead the way. and the workhouse duo of Joe
Franklin and Herman Verdin responded. So while the "76 race to the title was tighter,
SUNO captured its second consecutive Division 11 crown.

Franklin. repeating his performance from the 775 meet at Baldw in-Wallace, won the
100-meter dash in 10.49 and came back to take the 200-meter title in 20.87.

\'erdin’s strong anchor leg in the mile relay brought sole possession of first place to
SUNO. which stood six points behind Brandeis going into the final event. Verdin

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It turned out that this would have been enough to take the meet, but there were
several teams with theoretical chances to score that many as the second day of
competition got under way.

The clincher was provided midway through the Saturday afternoon program when
the favored UTEP foursome won the distance medley relay by more than a half lap
with a time of 9:43.16, which was the fastest ever recorded on an 11-lap track.

Wilson Waigwa sealed the victory and the record with a 6 anchor leg. The relay
team’s performance also will be recognized as a Kenyan national record, since all four
runners— Joe Gichongeri, Paul Njoroge, James Munyala and Waigwa —are citizens of
that East African nation which has produced so many fine distance men.

THE MEET'S OTHER KENYAN WINNER was John Ngeno, who captured the
three-mile run in 13:20.34. It was his third straight success in that event, which means
that Ngeno has won the three-mile every year since it was added to the program.

He scored by nearly 20 vards over his countryman and Washington State teammate,
Sampson Kimombwa. Ngeno’s time was about six seconds over his meet record, but it
was impressive under the circumstances.

“I have a sore throat and had the flu for two or three days,” he revealed after the
race. T had no speed today. I can run faster.”

The mile and two-mile runs likewise were taken by foreign athletes in successful
defenses of championships which they had earned in 1975,

Nick Rose of Great Britain and Western Kentucky lowered the meet record in the
two-mile to 8:30.91, while avenging his loss last fall in the NCAA cross country meet to
Craig Virgin of Illinois. Virgin, who had 100 yards on Rose at the finish of the harrier
run, was 20 yards back this time.

VILLANOVA’S EAMONN COGHLAN, who hails from Dublin, Ireland, breezed to a
4:01.48 mile win over Jeff Schemmel of Kansas State —a matter of a Wildcat beating a
Wildcat (which is the sort of thing that gives sportswriters fits).

Earlier, the two identically nicknamed schools had split the other middle distance
races. The Midwest *Cats had the 880 champion, Bob Prince, whose clocking of 1:53.03
was the slowest winning time for the half-mile in the history of the meet.

The Philadelphia Wildcats provided the 1000-yard titlist, Mark Belger. His
performance was outstanding—probably the strongest on the oval during the two days.

Belger overpowered defending champion Keith Francis in the stretch and hit the
tape in a meet record time of 2:07.29. “I wanted a fast race,” said Belger. “If Francis
hadn’t set a quick pace, I probably would have.”

Top marks also were turned in by the vertical jumpers. Earl Bell added 104 inches
to his own meet standard in the pole vault by leaping 18-%4. "That made him only the
second collegian in history to clear 18 feet indoors.

IN THE HIGH JUMP, DWIGHT STONES, who holds the world record both indoors and
out, added the NCAA meet record to his many honors by clearing 7-3, in spite of the
fact that the approach was not well suited to the run-up he normally prefers to use.

In an unusual (but much appreciated) gesture, the officials turned the pit around
after all other competitors had been eliminated and offered Stones the chance to go for
7-4%4 with his favored 10-step approach.

But the Long Beach Stater couldn’t get adjusted quickly enough to the new setup.
“It was like starting a brand new meet at 7-4'4.” he said. “*1 had become accustomed to
the shorter approach.”

Conditions seemed even less ideal in the horizontal jumps.

Essex County College of Newark, New Jersey, ditched its runner-up role to win the
36th Annual NJCAA Track and Iield Championships at Pasadena, Texas, with 78
points, outdistancing Mesa Community College of Mesa.

Four meet records were broken in 1976, and Essex County’s mile relay quartet
captured one of the new standards with a 3:08.87 clocking.

Colin Bradford scored 23 points for Essex. which gave him the honor of being the
high-point athlete for the meet in which were entered over 600 contestants. Bradford
placed first at 200 meters, second at 100 and ran a leg for both winning relay teams.
Gideon Terer had the only other first-place finish for Essex in the 800.
