Jim Ryun erased any doubt about
his complete recovery from mononu­
cleosis in the Olympic Development
track and field meet at Mt. San
Antonio College Saturday night.

Running his first big competitive
race since being stricken last May,
the world's finest middle distance
racer turned on a 55.1 final quarter
to win the mile in the excellent time
of 3:55.9.

The Kansas Flyer, whose world
record is 3:51.1, led the field fron1
the s~art with one brief Japse-ih' the
second lap, and finished Ii) yards
ahead of Roscoe Divine of Oregon.

"I was a little heavy at the start,
but I am---Very pleased with my
performance," said' the handsome
Jayhawker. "I wasn't the least bit
exhausted. What I needed now is
some speed work."
