Junior competition in the United States has only recently conformed to the
international definition.

Until 1972, the AAU Junior Championships were open to those who, regardless of
age, had not won any (AAU) national championship that year nor had won any
event in a foreign national championship, the NCAA Championships, the NALA
Championships, or the IC4A Championships. Members of Fan—-American or Olympic
teams of any country were ineligible for the Junior Championships.

This was the definition of "Junior" from 1900, when the first such
championships were held, until 1972, when the present format was introduced.

Since 1972, the American Junior Championships have been limited to men at least
14 years old who would not turn 20 years old in the year of competition, and to
women who are at least 14 years old and will not reach 19 during the year of
competition. See TAC Rule 1{(3).

There was a short period when women followed the same age rule as men, but this
has been changed to the rule described above, which conforms with the
definition used in Europe.

All statistics in this book are based on the present age rules.
