
SSF Champs; Injury

Sidelines Whitfield

South San Francisco High
Schoo! took its third outright
track championships in the
last 'five years, winning the
North PeninsiJla League finals,
but victory was" tinged with
sadness. '

Premier hurdler Ashland
Whitfield was unable to com­
pete becaus'e of an injury suf­
fered in the trials, and there­
fore technically failed to quali­
'fy 1\>1' the sectional meets that
lead to the California state fi­
nals.

However, SSF coach Marv
Ashby already has requested
that Whitfield be considered a
"hardship case" as section
rules provide and that he be
allowed to challenge for entry
in the sectional meet.

THe plea will be considered
at the regional track meet
next Saturday. If approved,
Whitfield then wiJl run in a
special challenge race against
the fifth place finister in the
regional meet. I fhe wins that
special match race, Whitfield
would be allowed to complete
,in the sectional meet on Satur­
day, May 31.

Whitfield was hurt going
over the last hurdle in the lows
during the trials. The exact
nature of the injury still is un­
]mownbut he is expected to be
physicalJy capable of running
May 31. His leg is in a cast
110W but the pain apparently is
diminishing. ' .

SSF won championships in
1965 and 1967 plus this one
which was led by Phil Andre.
Andre was the only triple win­
ner, taking the 440 in 50.8, the
220 in 23.2 and anchoring the
mile relay which clocked a
fast 3:26.6.

His 220 victory was anything
but an easy one. Bill Summy
of Oceana, fuurth place finish­
er, was a mere seventh-tenths
of a second back at the wire.

Mike Clabby of Westmoor
was a double winner, taking
both hurdles in the absence of
Whitfield.

Steve Villalobos of West­
n:100rwill never forget that the

tfvvomile race is eight laps, not¢ix. Villalobos, dramatically
began passing runner after
runner in the backstretch of
the sixth lap, and came to the
finish with hands raised in vic­
tory.

Of course, there was no vic­
tory, and it}Jhe final 8$0 yards
he Jost a11the ground he had
gained and then some, failing
to place. Don Best of Half
Moon Bay won the race in
10: 13.7.

The Warriors scored 87
points to beat out nearest-rival
Westmoor by 17, and SSF's
conquest was made even eas­
ier by the help of Oceana,
which dropped many top trac­
kers in the B division, thus
allowing the deep SSFsquad
to pick up extra points.
